Information about the  WCA North America Summer Conference

Dear Colleagues:

Here is some additional information for those of you planning to attend the 2006 North America Conference at Western New England College (WNEC), Springfield, MA, August 2-5.

In the newsletter information, I had the wrong airport code for Hartford/Windsor Locks Airport.  It is BDL.

If you’re flying in to Boston’s Logan International Airport, you can catch the Peter Pan Trailways bus outside the baggage claim in an area marked Ground Transportation.  No need to have reservations.  It’s first come, first served.  The cost is $23.00 one-way and $26.00 round-trip.  Tickets may be purchased directly from the bus driver.  Time of travel is around two hours, depending on traffic.   Bus departure times are as follows:  8:45 a.m., 11:30 a.m., 12:15 p.m., 1:45 p.m., 2:45 p.m., and 6:45 p.m.

Because we wanted to give people an opportunity to see something of the area as well, we’ve set Friday afternoon as an optional tour time, with the options listed below in the working agenda.

Option #1:  WNEC has arranged a special optional tour for Friday afternoon.  They have a working partnership with the Williamstown Theater Festival (in the Berkshire Mountains) and have secured and paid for 30 seats at the theater for Romeo and Juliet on Friday evening, August 4th.  You may choose any option, but I need to hear from you if you and family members wish to take advantage of this special event.  You need not pay now, but will need to pay WNEC for the  $45.00 theater ticket.  The $11.00 for the Norman Rockwell Museum and the dinner are “on-your-own” -- you pay individually, at the time.  For the Theater tickets, however, I need to get numbers and let the college know if we have extras so they can release them to staff or benefactors. If you wish for us to hold a theater ticket for you, please notify Melissa Beall no later than July 10, 2006.  As you can see in the schedule, there will be instructions prior to departure, and a box lunch to eat on the bus. 

Option #2  Foxwoods Casino.  We’ll get you to the Peter Pan Trailways terminal so you can catch the bus to Foxwoods.  The cost is $25.00, round trip.

Option #3  For anyone who wishes to go to 6Flags, Nancy and Marion Hoar will gladly take some of you.  There may be others who will provide transportation.  If you have a rental car, we’ll be glad to get you the directions.

One more item:  If you have special dietary restrictions, please let me know by the 25th of July, so that I can notify the caterers.  I have a special spot on the updated registration form, or, you can just send me an email, FAX, or leave me a voice mail message.
