Ireland 2009:  Conference Theme 

Translations and transformations: Communicating culture through daily practices

The conference will address the translations and transformations of national culture that are emerging as global connections intensify while local energies are internally activated to protect and enhance national identity. 

Some examples, among many others,  of the web of tensions around local and global communication may include such issues as the following:  personal mobility, technology usage, economic phenomena such as the rise of the Celtic tiger and the Chinese dragon, business developments such as the mainstreaming of Web2 and social media, political phenomena such as the rise of the concept of ‘border security’ post 9/11, the internationalisation of education, and cultural phenomena such as the Korean Wave, Aljazeera broadcasting and television programs such as Big Brother in their various cultural manifestations.  

Papers/panels/workshops responding to such issues may include theoretical and practical explorations of these cultural tensions as they are represented in communication, education, community and media studies.    

  The Opening ceremony will include a special celebration of the Founding Fathers as visionaries of intercultural communication leadership for the 25th Anniversary of the World Communication Association.

Travelling to Ireland 

     Set in picturesque Ireland, Maynooth campus is a 40 minute train ride from Dublin on a well-serviced train allowing easy movement to the city for exploration. 

Plane

The nearest airport to Maynooth is Dublin Airport. The major carriers to this airport are Air Lingus and Ryanair. Dublin airport is located about 6 miles north of Dublin City Centre and is situated near the M50 motorway. 

Getting to Maynooth from the airport:

Dublin airport has no rail link, so the best public transport option is to get a bus* from the front of the terminal, or taxi to the city centre and continue on the bus or train to Maynooth from there.

Taxi

The trip takes about 20-30 minutes along the motorway, depending on traffic.  A taxi from the airport to Maynooth can be expensive, so your best bet is to ring one of the local cab companies in Maynooth and arrange for them to collect you. This will be cheaper.
