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A Message from the President

The countdown to the conference is finally in progress – less than two months when you read this newsletter!  Over seventy paper/program submissions were received from twelve countries.   Many papers came from individuals new to WCA!





Since Barbara Monfils gave me the opportunity to write brief content articles about the conference and Association business that appear elsewhere in this issue of the newsletter, I am going to take the liberty here to publicly empty my heart of the gratitude I feel to so many individuals who are contributing to the excellence of our 2001 conference, to the on-going health of our Association, and to the cause of improved communication on a global level.  





Ron and Susan Applbaum introduced the idea of a conference in Santander, Spain about 18 months ago and both joined the initial site visit 10 months ago.  Jaime Vinuesa Tejedor, former Rector of the Universidad de Cantabria, and Juan Jordá, current Rector, graciously extended an offer to host and support our conference.   Without them, we would not likely be in Santander.  





Fernando Moreno García, Vice Rector for Research and International Affairs at the Universidad de Cantabria, and his staff have extended the facilities and services of their institution and have been most helpful in hosting Barbara and myself during two additional site visits.  The press conference they arranged in March to announce our conference gave us press coverage locally in papers and on television.  They also coordinated with Redcontur to publicize the conference to the universities throughout Spain.





Arsenio de la Vega and his staff at Redcontur have conducted the conference registration process, arranged for cultural tours, served as interpreters for our site visits, and met needs – no matter how mundane or complex.  Arsenio, who grew up in the Santander area and who served in many official capacities including Mayor of Santander, readily shared with WCA the good friendships he has made over the years in order to  facilitate our conference.





Germán de la Riva,  Professor of Psychology at the Universidad de Cantabria, has extended his assistance steadfastly.   He has seen to our personal needs for transportation and information.  He has opened his home to us during our site visits.  In March, he made possible a 30-minute televised interview of Barbara Monfils and myself on local public television for the purpose of discussing the conference.





Leaders of several international associations have agreed to come to Santander to attend a meeting during which they will become better acquainted with each other and the associations they represent and for the purpose of discussing possible methods of cooperating and collaborating on a global scale.  Another article in this issue elaborates on this round table discussion that will take place in Santander.  I am most grateful to all of the individuals and their Associations for making this discussion a reality.





The WCA Board of Directors, which includes regional vice presidents and two at-large members, have more than fulfilled their responsibility to improve the Association, increase international cooperation, and assist the president and secretary general. 





+ Javier Protzel de Amat, Vice President, Latin America, has graciously agreed to keynote the conference at the Opening Ceremony on Sunday, July 1.  Javier will bring his field of expertise, mass communication, to bear on the conference theme. 





+ Myung-Seok Park, Vice President, Asia/Pacific, suggested that the vice presidents prepare a panel on which they each address the conference theme in terms of the applications within the regions they represent.  As a result, a general session will open the Monday morning events during which five of our regional vice presidents will confront the theme.  Park will be joined by Javier as well as Caroline Hatcher, Vice President, Australia/New Zealand; Aino Sallinen, Vice President, Europe; and Jerry Allen, Vice President, North America.





+ When the request was made at the 1999 business meeting to improve the conference by (1) putting the program on-line prior to the conference, (2) by including abstracts or descriptions of the papers/programs within the printed program, and (3) by conducting a blind review of all paper/program submissions, it was not clear how to implement these important suggestions.  The regional vice presidents along with the two members-at- large, Kenji Kitao, Kyoto, Japan, and Melissa Beall, Cedar Falls, Iowa, agreed to serve as the paper screening committee for the conference.  Within approximately a ten-day period, they received the submissions on-line as well as in print, reviewed them, and returned on-line comments for each submission.  Some individuals solicited assistance from their colleagues and WCA members.   Sung-Gyung Kim and Bill Ryan, Seoul, Korea; and Kathi Kitao, Kyoto, Japan were added to the paper screening committee.  Certainly, the suggestions made in 1999 were appropriate and implementing them would not have been possible without the work of these individuals.





In addition to Barbara Monfils and myself, Ruth Hunter and Lon Monfils have take part in two of our 3 site visits to Spain.  Their steadfastness in attending every meeting and making suggestions that have helped to shape the total experience has been above the call of two individuals who have been so thoroughly involved simply by virtue of their association with Barbara and myself.





Beyond the scope of the conference, individuals are working behind the scenes to keep WCA in good working order and to increase WCA services and quality.  Kenji Kitao continues to chair the Technology Committee and currently is working with Sam Dyer, Southwestern Missouri State University, to put all WCA Newsletters and Journals on-line.  WCA is indebted to the Department of Communication and Mass Media at SWMSU for the grant that enables Sam to conduct this project for WCA.  Judith Hoover continues to edit the WCA Journal, World Communication,  in ways that add ever-increasing quality to this product.  WCA shall miss Judith when her term expires at the end of 2001.  Judy Pearson, WCA Immediate Past President, has not only been a wise mentor during the past 18 months, she also is serving as Chair of the 2001 Nominating Committee.  Her article calling for nominations appears elsewhere in this issue of the newsletter.     





For those of us who have traveled together over the years to WCA conferences, I am certain that we will be reminded of  the laughter and smile of Charlotte Ettinger, who died earlier this year, among the hills and valleys of  Cantabria.  





Holding the World Communication Association together at our “international headquarters” in Whitewater, Wisconsin is your Secretary General, Barbara Monfils.  In order to centralize WCA for the convenience of members, Barbara agreed to have conference correspondence come  through her office.  Certainly the technology of the internet has facilitated the receipt and circulation of conference submissions; however, Barbara has made it all possible.  I am most grateful to be a teammate with Barbara in having the honor of doing the work of our Association.





Please add to this list every person who is participating on the conference program as well as those who submitted papers or programs but cannot come to the conference.  In this regard, Sylvia and Ed Abar especially come to mind.  I know you join me in wishing Ed a strong recovery from his current illness.

I am pleased to announce that a dialogue among representatives of international associations in the field of communication will take place as a concurrent session at the WCA 2001 Conference in Santander. 





Participants include Takehide Kawashima, Nihon University, Tokyo, Japan, representing the International Association for Health-Communication Sciences; Manuel Pares í Macias, Universidad Autonoma de Barcelona, Spain, representing the International Association for Media and Communication Research; a representative of the International Communication Association; Rita Ng, Ohio University, Zanesville, representing the Pacific/Asian Communication Association; Judy Pearson, North Dakota State University, Fargo, representing the National Communication Association (United States); and Barbara Monfils, University of Wisconsin—Whitewater, representing the World Communication Association.  





At this time, I still remain hopeful that the European Communication Association and FELAFACS, the federation of communication associations within Latin America, will be represented as well.  I will have the distinct honor of moderating this session which will take the form of a roundtable discussion.





Participants have agreed to bring a one-page description of the association they represent and the session will open with each individual having up to three minutes to elaborate on this description.  The purpose of the session is to acquaint participants with the goals and work of the various associations as well as to examine the possible avenues of cooperation and collaboration among these associations.





The discussion will focus on questions such as:





What possibilities exist for our Associations to cooperate/collaborate?


What might be the purposes/goals of such cooperation/collaboration?


What might be the limits/scope of such cooperation/collaboration?


How might we continue exploring avenues of cooperation/collaboration?

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Madrid Barajas Airport:  Directions from the Inter-national to the Domestic Terminal on Air Nordstrom/Iberia Airlines

If  you are arriving in Santander via Madrid, and are not familiar with the Barajas airport in Madrid, the following information will assist you in changing terminals and making the connection to the flight to Santander.  We composed this information shortly after our return from Santander in December.  


Many flights to between Madrid and Santander are on Air Nordstrom, a subsidiary of Iberia Airlines.  If you traveling with another carrier, you should ask the ground personnel who meet your flight for directions on how to get to your flight to Santander.





If your initial arrival into Spain is at Barajas, you will arrive at the International Terminal.





Follow signs to Immigration.  Pass the Baggage Claim area.   Do not pick up your luggage.    





You will see a sign that reads “Iberia Connections.”  Follow this sign to the end of the corridor.  You will pass two money exchange booths on the left.  If for any reason your international flight was delayed and you have missed the connecting flight to Santander, then approach the desk at “Iberia Connections”  and Iberia personnel will make arrangements for  your flight to Santander.  Assuming you have had no delay, do not stop at “Iberia Connections.”  Instead, turn to your right and you will see doors that lead outside.  Go through these doors and you will board a bus to Terminal F (TF) (national flights).  You will need your boarding pass for the connecting flight to Santander in order to pass through the doors and board the bus.





At Terminal F:





Inside to your left, you will pass through security (x-ray).   Then, go up the stairs or take the elevator to the main (first) floor.  Walk to the end of the corridor into the Duty Free section.  You will see a sign for “F” inside duty free and to your left.  Follow this sign and pass through the revolving door to the first aisle on your right.  Go to the end of the aisle and take the escalator down 1 flight to the ground floor.  Circle around the eating area to your right and you will see Departing Gate F.





All flights will be announced in both Spanish and English.  When Santander is called, go through the door and outside.  If there is a bus waiting, be sure to check whether you are to (1) take the bus or (2) walk along the sidewalk to your left for the fight to Santander.  Probably, you will not take the bus.





The flight from Madrid to Santander is approximately 1 hour.  Upon your arrival in Santander, you will clear customs.   After you have cleared customs, you will be able to take a taxi to the Hotel Santemar. 





However your travel plans take you to Cantabria, we look forward to seeing you in Santander in a few short weeks!
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Alternate Travel  to


Santander

When Lon and I went to Santander in March to finalize arrangements for the WCA conference, we flew into Madrid, and took a train from Madrid to Santander, and from Santander to Madrid.  This article summarizes our experiences riding the TALGO train in Spain.





We decided to take the train for three reasons.  First, our arrival time into Madrid did not coincide well with departures to Santander.  Thus, we either would have to wait for several hours in the Madrid airport, or find alternative ways to get to Santander.   Second, we had time for a more leisurely trip to Santander.   Our meetings with University officials and Redcontur were not to begin until mid-afternoon on Sunday; we thus had the luxury of taking more time to get to Santander.  Finally, we wanted to find out for ourselves the cost/time ratio in order to determine if it would be worth the lower cost, in terms of time and of procedures to get from the airport to the train station,  or if we would have been better off to have waited at the Madrid airport and taken a flight to Santander.





We were able to make reservations and purchase our train tickets prior to our leaving the USA.  The National Railway of Spain, RENFE, has a Web site, in English, at:  


http://www.renfe.es/ingles/index.html   .   The train to Santander leaves from Charmartin, in northern Madrid, and one can purchase tourist class or “preferente” class tickets.    Prices for one-way tickets range from approximately $20 to $45 (US dollars), depending on class of service and time of travel.  Tourist class seats are 3 to a row, and preferente class seats are two per row.  Payment can be made via credit card.  Once the reservation has been made, an identification number is assigned to the reservation.  We printed a copy of the reservation, including the identification number, and took it to Spain with us.





When we arrived in Madrid, we went to the train station prior to our departure to pick up the tickets.  (We were told tickets can be generated up to one-half hour before departure, but decided to get them early).  Madrid has an extensive Metro system, and Charmartin is one of the metro stops.  Upon leaving the metro station, we walked up two flights of steps to get to the ticket offices of RENFE.  Once inside, we went to a small machine, “Su Turno,” in the back of the ticket office (by “back,” I mean an area that is not near the ticket booths), and pressed a button that was labeled “internet” purchases.  We were assigned a number; when our assigned number was posted on a large marquee in the office, we went to the corresponding booth number, presented our reservation number and identification, and were given the tickets.





Thirty minutes before departure, the platform number of the train is posted in the RENFE station.  The destination of the train is also displayed on the platform.  We took the escalator to the platform, found our car number, and located our seat assignments.   There was room for our luggage in the car.  





The train ride between Madrid and Santander takes approximately 5 hours.  The seats are comfortable, there are non-smoking cars and a cafeteria car.  Each car has its own water closet (restroom) and the train departed and arrived on time.  We took the daylight train, which made 5 stops on the way to Santander.  Along the way, we traveled through mountains, plateaus, and saw historic towns and villages, snow-covered mountains, and agricultural lands.    Upon our arrival in Santander, we took a taxi to the Hotel Santemar at a cost of approximately 1000 pasetas, or $6 (US).





On our return, the train departed Santander for Madrid at 8:10 a.m.  The route was the same route we had followed on our trip to Santander, with the same amenities and services.    Because we were unable to make flight connections from Madrid back to the USA that afternoon (we arrived in Madrid at 1:30 p.m.), we stayed overnight in Madrid, and boarded our flight the next day.    However, having an afternoon in Madrid allowed us the opportunity to visit the Prado Museum, which closes at 7 p.m. weeknights.  





European trains have the reputation for being clean, reasonably quiet, and for running on time.  We certainly found these characteristics to be true of our train ride to and from Santander in March.     Making reservations was easy on the Internet, and once we had figured out RENFE’s system for getting the tickets, it was a quick process.  We saw interesting sights, beautiful scenery, and even managed to get some reading done!  While this may not be an option for many WCA conference attendees, it may be an option for travelers who have the time, or who are having difficulty in making connections between Madrid and Santander.

Taste Sensations of Spain

The customary cliché image of Spain's cuisine usually includes such items as paella, fish and seafood, cheese, tapas and red wine.  This limited view can create a culinary disadvantage to a visitor and also limit their discovery and enjoyment of a new culinary journey through Spain.





In addition, a visitor's limited knowledge of the Spanish language can create a dining problem.  How can these new culinary delights be sampled if the dining menu is in the Spanish language and the waiter's scope of English is as limited as the diner's awareness of Spanish?  The pleasure of new sight and taste sensations may be missed; the striking characteristics of culinary specialties may go undiscovered.





There are about 15 various geographic areas in Spain, each with very different history, geography and culture and each has developed an individual culinary tradition.  How, then, is the visitor to recognize the culinary specialties of the Cantabria (Santander) and Basque (Bilbao) areas?





Perhaps, the following brief, regional samples of Santander and Bilbao's most striking specialties, with both Spanish and English titles, would be useful.





CANTABRIA  -- Santander area





Sea Cuisine--fish and seafood





Sardinas al Horno  (Baked sardines)  small sardines baked in wine sauce with bread crumbs.


Boquerones en Vinagre (Preserved anchovies) anchovies, sherry vinegar, olive oil, garlic


Llubina A La Montañesa (Sea bass w/ mushrooms) 6 oz. sea bass with wild mushrooms, wine


Mejillones Al Modo De Laredo (Mussels w/ olives) mussels, onion, tomatoes, olives, wine





Mountain Cuisine--vegetables and beans.  (Picos de Europa--one of WCA's listed tours)





Cocido Montañes (Cantabrian stew) lima beans, pork, sausage, cabbage, potatoes, cabbage


Babarruñ Gorria (Red Beans) beans, sausage, tomato sauce, beef broth, onion 


Allubia Negras De Tolosa (Black beans) beans, bacon, leeks, olive oil, mushrooms


Ensalada a la Nicolasa (Potato Asparagus Salad) asparagus, potato, eggs, bell pepper, olives 








Dairy Cuisine--Sweet Temptations





Leche Frita (Deep fried custard slices)  milk, sugar, butter, eggs, bread crumbs, cinnamon


Flan al Caramelo (Caramel custard)  sugar eggs, milk, egg yolks





BASQUE COUNTRY -- Bilbao  (One of WCA's listed activities, with lunch in Bilbao)





Fish and Seafood 





Purrusalda (Stock fish stew) cod, potatoes, leeks, saffron, fish stock


Merluza L La Koskera (Fish with asparagus, peas) hake fish, clams, peas, asparagus, wine


Setas Con Almejas (mushrooms with clams) clams, wild mushrooms, wine, leek, wine





Meat, Game and Fowl





Chuleton (hearty steaks), Chuleta (standard sized steak) Parrillada (spit-roasted lamb) 


Pichones (pigeons), Terrina (rabbit), Pollo (chicken)





Wine -- La Rioja area -- Quality standards for La Rioja Wines





Vino sin crianza/vino joven --a young La Rioja wine,  Crianza--at least 2 years old, Reserva---three years old, Gran Reserva--at least 5 years old.





Cheeses -- Idiazábal (Basque country cheese)





And, there is much more to savor in Santander and Bilbao: The TAPAS.   Tapas are those irresistible delicacies that are either an introduction to the main meal or offer a substitute for it.  Some of the more usual ones are: Boquerones fritos (fried anchovies); Ensaladilla rusa (a potato/ vegetable salad); Aceitunas (marinated olives): Alcachofus (artichokes); Champiñones (mushrooms); Pa amb tomáquet (tomato bread); Croquetas (fried croquettes with vegetable filling).  





Fresh from the garden vegetables are also found on the Spanish dinner tables, the tastes that are like ambrosia: delicate, white asparagus (esparrágo); soft, grilled bell peppers (pimientos); deep purple eggplant (berenjenas); various types of zucchini (calabacines) and tender spinach (espinaca).





Santander is also renowned for an outstanding quality of canned fish and sea food.  Happily so, as the visitor can take these products back home.  Consider packing canned clams (almejos); preserved anchovies (anchoas---these are regarded as a delicacy and are not overly salty); authentic tuna (atúna); and scallops (zamburiñas).  Also possible as a take home item are some of the numerous varieties of capers (small alcaparras and top quality nonareilles).  If room remains in the suitcase, olive oil (Aceite de Oliva Virgen Extra).





May the above samples of LA BUENA MESA (Spain's good table) assist you in your dining pleasures and social relaxation while in Spain.  You are wished a pleasant journey through Spain by the way of its wonderful food. " Vivir para comer, (live to eat) rather than comer para vivir (eat to live.)"
