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From the President….

As 2005 nears an end, it’s a good time to reflect back on WCA in 2005, and to make a New Years resolution to be an active participant in WCA activities in 2006 and beyond.

Reflections on 2005:  
2005WCA Biennial Conference

WCA Secretary-General Caroline Hatcher,  Takehide Kawashima, Pacific and Asian Communication President (PACA) and Kazuo Akasaka, President of the International Association of Health Communication Sciences, (IAHCS) arranged an excellent conference in Sapporo, Japan.  If you were not able to attend, you missed a great conference.   The presentations were thought-provoking and stimulating, with topics ranging from public relations and pedagogy to Korean dramas and cyber- relationships.  Interactive Workshops by Carolyn Calloway-Thomas and Melissa Beall provided many opportunities for sharing ideas and information.  The Opening Ceremony followed Japanese tradition, and members of all three organizations mingled at a jointly-sponsored reception following the Opening Ceremony.   The jointly-sponsored plenary session on Monday morning continued the tradition of officers from communication organizations discussing ways in which collaborations among members could occur.  
During lunchtime on Monday, we were treated to a Japanese tea ceremony.  Small groups of about twenty people at a time entered the tearoom, where we learned about the tea ceremony, and were served tea and sweet candy.  The colorful kimonos worn by the tea servers added to the experience.  Following lunch and the tea ceremony, participants enjoyed a 3-hour city tour.  Among our stops was a visit to the Hokkaido Shrine, an area of peaceful gardens and a house of worship.  We learned the proper protocols before making our visit to the Shrine.  We then visited Sapporo’s city heart, with many participants taking the exciting ride to the top of the Sapporo Tower while others found the delights of Japanese underground shopping. We also saw the Sapporo ski jump hill at the site of the 1972 Olympics—a site that some members went back to later in the week, taking a ski lift to the top of the ski jump to get a birds-eye view of Sapporo.   

Monday night’s conference banquet at the Sapporo Beer Garden was a culinary treat.  We were seated at long tables with small grills, and served beef, lamb, and seafood shabu-shabu style.  That is, we placed the meat, fish, and seafood onto the grill and ate them “hot off the grill.”   When a platter was empty, another platter would appear. Accoutrements and plenty of liquid refreshments accompanied our choices.   The evening of food and fellowship ended with a visit to the gift shop for souvenirs.

Tuesday, participants learned more about what Japan was like a century ago.  Hokkaido Historic Village is comprised of three smaller communities—a town, a farming community, and a fishing community.   We could walk into the buildings to get a glimpse of what life would have been like on the island of Hokkaido in the early twentieth century.  Walking paths were smooth and wide, and optional trolley rides allowed participants to tour the village from this perspective.

Following our morning visit to the Hokkaido Historic Village, we then went to the village of Otaru.  Situated on the sea, with canals running through the city, Otaru has been described as “the Venice of Japan.”  According to Dr. Kawashima, Otaru is the site of the best sushi restaurant as well, and several members joined him for lunch there.  Others ate a leisurely lunch before strolling down the streets of Otaru, visiting museums and gift shops that included sake museums, music box museums, and glass blowing museums.

Wednesday (all day) and Thursday morning were devoted to panel and paper presentations.   Following the business meeting Thursday, the conference closing ceremonies were conducted in traditional Japanese style. All too quickly, the conference came to an end.

In the past, WCA members have expressed the importance of having opportunities to meet with colleagues from the host country.  This conference provided the opportunity to do so.  PACA, IAHCS, and WCA members were allowed to attend the sessions of all three organizations.  The Sapporo Convention Center, a short walk from the subway, is a new building, equipped with all modern conveniences, including e-mail.  Mr. Wajima and the staff of the Sapporo Convention Center were available to assist participants and to answer questions.  And for those who stayed at the Sheraton, the expansive breakfast buffet and the wedding chapel on the main floor were unforgettable.  Feedback forms of individual session and the conference as a whole have been tabulated, and will be considered as we plan for the 2007 Biennial conference.

On Friday, thirteen WCA members joined the optional one-day post-conference tour.  The tour included a visit to an Ainu village, lunch, and visits to waterfalls.  Our drive to the Ainu village gave us glimpses of rural landscapes on Hokkaido.   The visit to the Ainu village, including demonstrations of traditional instruments, singing, and social roles, and the museum itself, enriched our understanding of the Ainu.
Despite the difficulties inherent in planning a conference on another continent, and with three organizations, Caroline, Take, and Tachan should all be recognized for their efforts in putting together a successful conference.  Their countless hours of planning, site visits, and local arrangements made for a conference that will be remembered with fondness by the participants.

Minutes of the WCA Business Meeting in Sapporo, Thursday 11, 2005
Barbara Monfils opened the meeting at 11.15. She reported on activities for 2004/2005. 

Barbara congratulated Melissa Beall on an excellent 2004 conference in Palm Desert and thanked Professor Fred Jandt for his outstanding support in hosting the event.

Barbara briefly outlined issues relating to the Journal of Intercultural Communication Research. She welcomed Professor Jim Neulip as the new editor of JICR, thanked Professor James McCroskey (in his absence) for his wonderful editorship of JICR and for the smooth transition to the new editor, as well as for Professor McCroskey’s important role in establishing an  agreement between Taylor-Francis and WCA to publish JICR from 2006.  

Caroline Hatcher then reported on the 2005 Sapporo conference. There were 37 full registrants, 6 partner registrations, and 4 day/two day  registrations. In addition, PACA and IAHCS members attended many sessions. In all, approximately 80 attendees were involved in the various sessions. She also commented on the difficulties of funding for some members, the numerous late cancellations for a range of business, health, and family reasons, and the apologies of numerous long-time members of WCA for their absence for personal and business reasons. 
Caroline also reported on the excellent work of Leo Chan of University of Wisconsin, Whitewater in creating and maintaining the new website for WCA.

She then thanked Member Nancy Hoar and her Conference Proceedings reviewers for the excellent work on the 2005 WCA Conference Proceedings. 

Questions about availability of the proceedings were raised. Members were pointed to the WCA website http://facstaff.uww.edu/wca/ where the proceeded are published.
Caroline then reported that WCA is in a strong financial position, with EBSCO payments for JICR about approximately US $10 000 per year in place. 

Melissa Beall and Nancy Hoar reported on planning for the WCA2006 conference in Springfield, USA. They reported on the support given by Western New England College and the generosity of the Provost of the institution in terms of administration, rooms for the conference and sponsorship. They reported that the planning was well advanced and would be an exciting conference. 
Melissa and Nancy showed the meeting the beautiful posters and special t-shirt designed for the conference and described the exciting cultural opportunities in the area. 

They also described the range of easy access points to get to Springfield.

Barbara then led a discussion about possible venues for the 2007 conference. Four possibilities were raised: Lima, Peru; Brazil; ILA Frankurt, Germany; Brisbane, Australia. Melissa Beall talked about the advantages of joint conferences and International listening Association’s invitation to WCA to hold another joint conference similar to that held in Stockholm in 2003. Caroline Hatcher spoke about the possibility of hosting WCA 2007 in Brisbane, Australia with anticipated support from her university, the Queensland University of Technology, an excellently resourced CBD campus on the Brisbane River with beautiful beaches (Gold Coast, Surfers Paradise) and scenery within 100 kilometres. 
Barbara proposed that the board of directors make the decision for the 2007 conference as soon as possible. 
Barbara asked for feedback about the 2005 conference (having provided feedback sheets for sessions and also for the overview) to be given before leaving the conference.

The meeting closed at 12pm.

As the world continues to shrink with global business and industry, increased travel, and the technological wonders of the World Wide Web, distance education, teleconferences, and other modern marvels, it is good for WCA to look at how communication and culture affect and are affected by each other, and what that means for professionals as well as traveling citizens of the world.  We invite papers and panels addressing the conference theme in any area of teaching, research, or practice.

The conference theme, “Global Perspectives on Communication and Culture” will be inclusive of the teaching, research, and applied uses of international and intercultural communication world-wide, ranging from interpersonal to mass communication.

This conference will give participants the opportunity to explore communication theory, research, teaching, and practice as they relate to our own culture(s) and our shared global environment. In addition to competitively selected papers and programs, there will also be panels and interactive sessions related to teaching and research methodologies, a roundtable session, with audience involvement, discussing how communication teaching and research is carried out worldwide.  Participants are invited to bring multiple copies of syllabi, exercises, and other instructional materials to share with those attending the conference. English is the language of discourse for all conference sessions.  Email submissions are encouraged.

Directions for Submitting Papers   (to be presented in no more than 15 minutes)
The conference program will accommodate individual papers capable of being presented in no more than 15 minutes.   Priority will be given to papers that address the conference theme.  To submit a paper:

1. Prepare four (4) written copies and one (1) copy on floppy disc using Windows 95 or higher, or e-mail an electronic file using Windows 95 or higher.   Printed papers should be typed, single-sided and double-spaced.  All papers will be submitted for blind review; therefore, names of the authors and their institutions, addresses, and telephone numbers should not be revealed on the papers.

2. Prepare one (1) copy of a separate cover sheet that includes author(s), affiliations, addresses, telephone numbers, fax numbers, and internet addresses and a 100-word abstract of the paper that will be printed in the conference program.  Identify equipment needed, if any.  Send the cover sheet by mail, fax, or with the electronic paper submission.  

3. Send the 4 written copies of the paper, the copy of the paper on floppy disc, and the separate cover sheet, or electronic copies of all of the above files, to the WCA CONFERENCE PAPERS ADDRESS by the deadline.

Directions for Submitting Programs, Workshops, and Panel Discussions 

(Up to 100 minutes in length)
The conference program will accommodate programs, workshops, and panel discussions to be scheduled opposite two or more other sessions in the same time slot.  This invitation encourages academic and professional specialists and consultants to 
(1) assemble a coherent set of papers, or (2) design a workshop or organize a panel discussion on a topic related to the conference theme or in communication-related areas.  
All proposals for programs, workshops, and panel discussions will be blind reviewed.  Submitters are encouraged to design into the proposal procedures for interaction among presenters and between presenters and audience participants.

Instructions for submitting a program that consists of a coherent set of papers

Follow the instructions for submitting an individual paper but with these additions:

1. Assemble the 4 written copies and copy on the floppy disk, or the electronic copy of the program, and separate cover sheet from each individual.

2. Prepare five (4) written copies and a copy on floppy disc, or an electronic file,  of a rationale for the program.  The rationale must be typewritten, double-spaced and no more than 2 pages in length.

3. Prepare one (1) copy of a program proposal form that includes the title of the program, a 100-word description to be printed in the conference program, name and affiliation of the program chair, titles of the papers in the order they are to be presented with the presenters’ names and affiliations, name and affiliation of respondent (if applicable).  Identify equipment needed, if any.

4. Send the entire package of materials to the WCA CONFERENCE PAPERS ADDRESS by the deadline.

Instructions for submitting a workshop or panel discussion

Individuals interested in proposing a workshop or panel discussion should:

1. Prepare five (4) written copies of a rationale (no longer than 2 double-spaced typewritten pages), or an electronic copy.  Include the title of the program or workshop but not the names or affiliations of the presenters or leaders.

2. Prepare five (4) written copies or an electronic copy of a 100-word description to be printed in the conference program.

3. Prepare one (1) copy of a program proposal form that includes the title of the program and the names and affiliations of the program chair and presenters or leaders and respondent (if applicable).

4. Place one (1) copy of the rationale, the 100-word description, and the names and affiliations of the program chair and presenters or leaders and respondent (if applicable) on floppy disc using Windows 95 or higher, or as an electronic file.

5. Send the 4 written copies of the rationale, the copy of the floppy disc, and the program proposal form, or the electronic proposal, to the WCA CONFERENCE PAPERS ADDRESS by the deadline.

Journal of Intercultural Communication Report 
JAMES W. NEULIEP 

Since the beginning my tenure as Editor in 2005, I have processed 47 manuscripts representing over 40 countries including USA, South Korea, China, Japan, Mexico, Thailand, and Canada. 
A Fall '06 JICR call for manuscripts has been published in several professional newsletters.  Submissions have picked up slightly in the past few weeks.

As you know, we publish four issues of JICR per year, but mail out bi-annually.  JICR Volume 34, no. 1 (March) and no. 2 (June) were mailed

out in July.  
JICR Volume 34, no. 3 (September, 2005) is full.  JICR Volume 34, no. 4 (December, 2005) has two open spots at this point.  I have several

manuscripts in the "revise and resubmit" phase and I expect some of them will be resubmitted soon.  Thus, JICR Volume 34, no. 3 and no. 4 should be on schedule.

I've been in close contact with the editorial staff at Taylor and Francis regarding JICR's transition.  With the exception of low manuscript submission rates, I don't anticipate any problems.

The JICR editorial board now consists of 43 members which is an increase of 10 members since I took over the role of Editor in 2005. I anticipate seeking more members from WCA, in the coming months, to join the editorial board.  

Journal of Intercultural Communication Research

Call for Papers

The Editor is soliciting papers for publication in the Journal of Intercultural Communication Research, a publication of the World Communication Association.  JICR publishes qualitative and quantitative research that focuses on interrelationships between culture and communication.  Submitted manuscripts may report results from either cross-cultural comparative research or results from other types of research concerning the ways culture affects human symbolic activities. Studies reporting data from within a single nation/culture should focus on cultural factors and explore the theoretical or practical relevance of their findings from a cross-cultural perspective.

Manuscripts should be no more than 25 pages in length, not including tables and references, and must conform to the stylistic guidelines prescribed by the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th Ed.).  Papers may be submitted  via hard copy or electronic attachment.  Hard copy submissions must included three copies of the paper.  Electronic submissions must be sent as an email attachment in either Word or WordPerfect.  For all submissions, the manuscript’s cover page must include a title, each author’s name, mailing address, email address, phone number, and fax number.  Author identification should include the author’s current affiliation, highest earned degree, the institution granting that degree, and the year granted.  Following the title page, a 100 word abstract must be included. 

Manuscripts deemed appropriate for JICR and that conform to the above guidelines will be subjected to blind review.  Manuscripts that do not conform with the mission of JICR or the above guidelines will not be reviewed.
