Opportunities

For a period of time when I lived in the state of Arkansas, the state motto was “Land of Opportunity.”  Several years ago, Arkansas revised the state motto.  However, I wonder if it would be possible for WCA to adopt and paraphrase the motto to “organization of opportunity.”  As we sponsor our conference in Japan in 2005, plan for the 2006 conference, begin the process of affiliation with Taylor and Francis Publishing Co., and prepare for elections, WCA members will have ample opportunities for participation and collaboration.

Planning for the 2005 Biennial conference in Sapporo, Japan, continues.  Caroline Hatcher (WCA Secretary-General) and Takehide Kawashima (PACA/IAHCS) met earlier this year in Sapporo to finalize the joint conference.  The result is a program that will provide several opportunities for members of WCA, PACA (Pacific and Asian Communication Association), and IAHCS (International Association of Health Communication Sciences) to interact with each other during our stay in Sapporo.  IAHCS members will hold their conference on August 6th.  PACA program will begin the morning of August 7th, with a joint WCA/PACA/IAHCS opening ceremony that afternoon.  Joint or co-sponsored programs will be presented during the conference.  The conference banquet, held Monday evening, August 8th, will allow for additional time for interactions, and conferees from all three organizations will enjoy an all-day cultural event to Hokkaido Historical Village and the town of Otaru on Tuesday, August 9th.  In feedback sessions from previous conferences, WCA members have requested opportunities to interact with colleagues from the host country, and the 2005 conference is designed to enhance opportunities for these conversations.  

While participants will enjoy a conference in August of 2005 with numerous opportunities for professional and cultural enrichment, planning for the 2006 WCA-North America Summer conference has already begun. WCA Vice-President-North America Melissa Beall and her husband, Hugh Beall, spent a part of Melissa’s spring break in Springfield, Massachusetts, to begin this process.  When Melissa, Hugh, and I met at the Central States Communication Association conference in Kansas City this past month, Melissa’s enthusiasm was evident.   She described the friendliness and cooperativeness of everyone she met in Springfield, Massachusetts.    West New England College representatives showed Melissa the rooms and auditoria that would be available, all with state of the art technology.  Hotel personnel assured Melissa that arrangements could be made for transportation of members from the airport, 35 miles from Springfield, to the hotel and conference sites.  The conference theme, Culture, Self, and Communication:  Teaching, Research, and Practice, will be inclusive of the teaching, research, and applied uses of international and intercultural communication world-wide, ranging from interpersonal to mass communication.  Ample opportunities for cultural events exist, both in Springfield and the surrounding area.   A special thanks goes to WCA member Nancy Hoar for recommending that the 2006 conference be held in Springfield, for working with WNEC officials to secure their agreement to host the conference, and in working with Melissa in conference planning!   Watch for details of the 2006 conference in the next issue of the WCA Newsletter.

2006 is also an important year in WCA’s history.  On January 1, 2006, our relationship with Taylor and Francis Publishing Company officially begins.  Jane Thurgood and her colleagues from Taylor and Francis have been most cooperative in finalizing the arrangements for this contractual relationship, which was approved by a majority of the WCA Board of Directors earlier this year.  Our association with Taylor and Francis will not only allow for the marketing of the Journal of Intercultural Communication Research to a worldwide market, but will also be enhanced through inclusion of JICR articles in a comprehensive database, thereby making WCA members’ past research findings available as well.  In previous feedback sessions, WCA members have cited the need to have JICR articles included in communication databases, and our agreement with Taylor and Francis makes this a reality. 

A special thanks goes to WCA member Jim McCroskey for initiating the conversations that made the relationship with Taylor and Francis a reality!

Elections for Regional Vice Presidents and Members-at-Large to the WCA Board of Directors will take place in early 2006.  Another article in this Newsletter details the election process and length of service.   WCA’s financial status has been stabilized in the past few years, and the financial agreements with Taylor and Francis will allow for future financial stability.  However, ongoing issues of membership, mission, and future directions will require Board action.    Review the “call for nominations,” and consider nominating someone—including yourself—for one of the offices.  

Thus, whether your interests center on teaching, research, or service, or any combination of the three, WCA has multiple opportunities for you to further your interests. Through opportunities for sharing teaching strategies, research, and service, as well as enhancing collaborative efforts in these three areas, WCA members truly make “a world of difference.”

As we prepare for the 2005 conference, there will be many opportunities to become actively involved in service to WCA.

Climate:

Sapporo advertises itself as “a city with four brilliant seasons.”  Because of its temperate climate, Sapporo is a popular site for the Japanese to visit in the summer in order to escape from hot temperatures elsewhere in Japan.  When we were there, temperatures topped out at approximately 86 degrees (F) or 30 degrees (C).   Days were bright and sunny, with sunscreen and a hat or other protection from the sun a “must.”  It rained our last night in Sapporo, and we were told that thunderstorms are unusual in northern Japan in late July and early August.

Transportation:

Northwest Airlines is the preferred airline for the conference. Caroline Hatcher will be sending “Association Dollars Off Certificates” to members who request them. Each certificate provides discounted fares, and are valid for travel between July 31st and August 19th, 2005.  WorldPerks miles will be awarded for travel via these certificates.  US delegates can fly to Tokyo from gateway cities, including New York, Detroit, and Minneapolis/St Paul.  The flight from Narita to Sapporo takes approximately 1 1/2 hours.  For those with connecting flights to Sapporo from Haneda airport (domestic airport in Tokyo), an airport limousine bus takes approximately 50 minutes to make the journey from Narita to Haneda, and costs 3000 yen.    Direct international flights to Sapporo are also available from various carriers originating at Seoul, Shenyang, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Yuzhno-Sakhalinsk, Guam, and Honolulu.

The journey from the New Chitose Airport to Sapporo takes approximately one hour by bus; the JR railway train is a 36-minute ride. Details below. 

In the city, Sapporo’s color-coded subway system with signs in English and Japanese, and “Western” style of layout of streets and avenues, with street signs in English and Japanese, make Sapporo an easy city to navigate.  City buses, Chuo buses, and JR buses (and for some routes, streetcars) are in use throughout the city.  When boarding the bus, passengers take a numbered ticket.  Payment is made when exiting the bus, depositing the fare as posted on a marquee in the front of the bus under on the corresponding number on the ticket.  

This is another excellent website will orient you to Japan, the New Chitose Airport (a small city just close to Sapporo) through which  you will enter Japan to reach Sapporo.

Taking a City Subway Train is the most popular way. Subway train runs every 4-8 minutes and the last train departs at 0:00 from the terminal.  You may take Exit#9 which is just across the street from the Sheraton's main entrance and has an elevator. The "SHIN SAPPORO" station is the terminal of Tozai Line, and "HIGASHI SAPPORO" is eight stations ahead and the nearest station from the Convention Centre. It costs 280yen one way, and you do not need any transfer.  "SHIN SAPPORO" is connected to a shopping mall.

"HIGASHI" means EAST, "SHIN" is NEW. 

Getting off at "HIGASHI SAPPORO," go through the wicket then go upstairs to the Exit#2. A signboard is right in front of the exit. Head for your left and walk to the next set of traffic lights, cross the road on your right and you will find a signboard. Follow the footpath and you can see and reach the Centre in 6-8 minutes. On your way back to Sheraton, you have

As the core transportation time, it takes about 17 minutes and costs

Centre Mae. The bus stops at in front of the centre.  It will take about 17 minutes and costs 200 yen. The subway from Sumikawa to Sapporo Sta. Costs 240 yen.

The Editor-Elect is soliciting papers for publication in the Journal of Intercultural Communication Research, a publication of the World Communication Association.  JICR publishes qualitative and quantitative research that focuses on interrelationships between culture and communication.  Submitted manuscripts may report results from either cross-cultural comparative research or results from other types of research concerning the ways culture affects human symbolic activities. Studies reporting data from within a single nation/culture should focus on cultural factors and explore the theoretical or practical relevance of their findings from a cross-cultural perspective.

Manuscripts should be no more than 25 pages in length, not including tables and references, and must conform to the stylistic guidelines prescribed by the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th Ed.).  Papers may be submitted via hard copy or electronic attachment.  Hard copy submissions must included three copies of the paper.  Electronic submissions must be sent as an email attachment in either Word or WordPerfect.  For all submissions, the manuscript’s cover page must include a title, each author’s name, mailing address, email address, phone number, and fax number.  Author identification should include the author’s current affiliation, highest earned degree, the institution granting that degree, and the year granted.  Following the title page, a 100 word abstract must be included. 

Manuscripts deemed appropriate for JICR and that conform to the above guidelines will be subjected to blind review.  Manuscripts that do not conform with the mission of JICR or the above guidelines will not be reviewed.

Communication and Commitment in Close, Personal Relationships

Commitment, by its very nature, is a social construction and thus comes into being, lives, and dies through discourse among interactants.  Therefore, a communicative perspective is helpful in explicating and illuminating commitment.  In an upcoming special issue, the Southern Communication Journal seeks to bring together the best current research on commitment in close personal relationships, focusing on the communication of commitment.  
We invite submissions examining commitment in close, personal relationships, including but not limited to coworkers, friends, family members, and romantic partners.  Topics may include, but are not limited to, the study of commitment in relationships’ beginnings, transitions, reformations, turning points, and endings.  We welcome all perspectives, paradigms, and methodologies.  Indeed, we encourage the submission of manuscripts examining any aspect of communication and commitment in close, personal relationships.
Completed manuscripts should include an abstract of no more than 120 words.  A separate title page should include (a) title of the manuscript; (b) full names of all authors; (c) a brief biographical statement for each author, including names, professional titles, and affiliations; (d) mailing address, phone numbers, and facsimile number and electronic mail address if available for the corresponding author only; (e) the history of the manuscript, including a description of any public presentation or publication of any part of the data set or portions of the manuscript, and if the manuscript is the result of a thesis or dissertation, the name of the thesis or dissertation director; and (f) a word count for the manuscript.  Manuscripts normally should not exceed 7,500 words (or approximately 30 pages), including text, references, notes, tables, and figures.  We encourage submission of manuscripts that conform to the 5th edition of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association.  If the manuscript is accepted, the author must provide a copy of the manuscript on disk as well as camera-ready copy of any artwork and figures, and must assign copyright to the Southern States Communication Association.    
Please send an electronic version of the manuscript in Microsoft Word as an e-mail attachment to the address below before October 1, 2005.  The cover letter and title page information should be submitted in a separate email or file to the guest editor.  Authors should retain an original copy of the manuscript.  Submitted manuscripts will undergo blind review by a select group of scholars appointed to a unique Review Board for the special issue.  Selected manuscripts will be published in an upcoming special issue of the Southern Communication Journal.  Potential submitters are invited, but not required, to submit preliminary ideas for papers prior to the submission of full papers. Programs sponsored by the International Association of Health-Communication Sciences will begin on August 6th.  Programs sponsored by the Pacific and Asian Communication Association will begin on Sunday, August 7th. There will be stimulating sessions featuring Japanese culture, oral interpretation and storytelling on the afternoon of Sunday 7August.  

The opening ceremony for the joint conference will be Sunday afternoon, August 7th.  Programs sponsored by World Communication Association will be scheduled for August 8th, 10th, and the morning of August 11th, with an all-day cultural event planned for members of all three organizations for Tuesday August 9th.

Conference Theme:  Communication and Global Cultures:  Transforming Communities
Factors contributing to “glocalization” or the simultaneous globalization and localization of cultures, continue to transform cultures throughout the world.  These transformations range from the individual to the group, public, national, and international levels.  These factors, in turn, influence and are influenced by communications media, including digital forms of communication.

In order to survive and thrive as human beings, we live in communities, confirming, reconfirming, and changing ourselves as we respond to changing conditions.  However, due to the pace of change in contemporary society, communities are finding it necessary, and sometimes difficult, to find methods and means by which to respond to these changes.

Some communities respond by insulating themselves.  Other communities continue by selecting elements of change, preserving some aspects of their own while infusing changes in other areas.  Still other communities use both “real” and “virtual” forms and technologies of communication to transform themselves into new entities.

Several questions emerge from these types and forms of transformation.  What internal and external factors do communities identify as being important in defining “communities” with a culture?  How do these elements influence communication, and how are they shaped and molded by communication?  What choices do members of these communities make in choosing to respond—or choosing not to respond—to changing elements within their communities?  In what ways does communication in all of its forms, ranging from interpersonal and group communication to mass communication (including technologies of communication), play a role in transforming or not transforming cultures? 

How do major institutions (e.g., political, economic, organizational, health, religious, ethnic, or cultural communities) define themselves as communities, and how are they impacted by changes in communication?  What effects do transformations have within the communities?  How are issues of health impacted by these transformations?  To what extend to transformations result in new ways of defining “community” within a global environment?  What happens when communities collide?

These and other questions will be examined during the joint conference comprised of the: 18th biennial conference of the World Communication Association, the fifth conference of the International Association of Health Communication Sciences, and the Summer Conference of the Pacific and Asian Communication Association.

WCA North America, Summer 2006 Conference

Global Perspectives on Communication and Culture

August 3-5, 2006 Springfield, Massachusetts, Western New England College

Nancy Hoar and Western New England College in Springfield, Massachusetts are our hosts for the 2006 WCA North America Summer Conference, August 3-5!  The convention sessions will be held on campus.  Lodging will be in one of Springfield’s fine hotels.  We have already secured tentative evening entertainment, a during-the-conference-tour, and a wonderful five-day post-study tour.  Massachusetts is full of culture and history, and there are hundreds of things to see and do in the area.  Details of the conference will follow in subsequent newsletters.  In the meantime, let me whet your appetites for Western New England in August!

Hugh and I will fly to Springfield on March 15 to make a site visit.  After that time, we’ll be able to tell you more about the conference site, the hotels, and the area.  Here are some things we’ve already learned about Springfield and Massachusetts.

Travellers have a number of options.  The nearest airport is Bradley International at Hartford, Connecticut.  One can also fly into Boston’s Logan International, or even into JFK in New York or LaGuardia in Newark and drive to Springfield.

Springfield is home to the Basketball Hall of Fame, and is the birthplace of Dr. Seuss, so there’s a Dr. Seuss museum in the city.  Nearby Hartford (less than 40 miles away) was home to Samuel Clemens (Mark Twain).  Springfield is a few hours from Salem, home of the infamous Salem Witch Trials during the Puritan period in America’s history.  The area was home to such American literary giants as Herman Melville and Edith Wharton, among others.
