2004 Summer Conference

Planning for the 2004 WCA-North America Summer conference on International and Intercultural Communication continues. Drs.  Melissa Beall, WCA Vice-President, North America, and Takehide Kawashima, President of the International Association of Health Communication Sciences (IAHCS) and President of the Pacific and Asian Communication Association (PACA), had a successful meeting in Palm Desert, California, late last month.  In her article on page 3, Melissa brings members up-to-date on the planning for this conference.  Information on the post-conference tour/cruise begins on page 4.

Journal Task Force

At the Board of Directors meeting in Haninge, Jim McCroskey, Javier Protzel, and the next editor of the Journal agreed to form a Task Force to examine ways by which the research published in our Journal could be made available to scholars in languages other than English.  When I was in Peru several weeks ago, I had the opportunity to meet with Javier.   He reminded me that he had not forgotten about the Task Force, and offered to work with Journal editors so that the abstracts would be made available in Spanish.  I will be asking Jim McCroskey (current editor) and Jim Neuliep (our next editor) to follow up on this possibility with Javier, and to begin the discussion to consider other languages in which the abstracts can be published.    The Task Force has also been charged with exploring methods by which the Journal may be made available online.  Please share your ideas and suggestions on these topics with any member of the Task Force; names and addresses are included in this newsletter.

Web site

Our new webmaster, Leo Chan, has been hard at work in redesigning the web site for WCA.  Leo’s background and teaching experience in multimedia have resulted in his developing a web site with “hot buttons” that range from the constitution and bylaws of WCA to selected pictures and travel journals from previous conferences.  In the next few weeks, Leo will be adding information on WCA’s mission and updating current information on the officers and members.    The Spring 2004 newsletter will contain the URL for the web site—watch for it!

Finally, Dr. Kawashima and I have been in communication to establish the dates for the 2005 WCA conference, which will be in Sapporo, Japan.   Although there are many details to be worked out, the tentative dates have been set as July 31st through August 4th, 2005.  This Sunday-to-Thursday schedule follows the schedule that WCA has used for the past several Biennial conferences.  In addition, the late July/early August timeframe was chosen based on feedback from our international members as well as teaching schedules of members from the USA.    As approved by the WCA Board of Directors in Haninge last July, the 2005 conference will be a joint conference with IAHCS and PACA, who will hold their conferences in Sapporo prior to the WCA conference.  The Spring 2004 WCA newsletter will include an update on planning for the Sapporo conference.

As we continue planning for the 2004 and 2005 conferences, Caroline, Melissa, and I encourage your feedback regarding the potential involvement of WCA in special or joint conferences.  We would also like your input about potential conference sites in the USA for the 2006 WCA-North America Summer conference and the 2007 Biennial Conference.

Under Sharon Ratliffe’s leadership, significant progress has been made during the past four years in increasing global awareness of WCA and in distributed decision-making.  As President, I am dedicated to continuing to forge relationships with international institutions and organizations to further promote international and intercultural understanding and contact, and to continue to seek feedback from the Executive Committee, Board of Directors, and members,  as we all work together to further the mission of WCA. In addition to competitively selected papers and programs, there will also be panels and interactive sessions related to teaching and research methodologies, a roundtable session, with audience involvement, discussing how communication teaching and research is carried out worldwide.  Participants are invited to bring multiple copies of 

syllabi, exercises, and other instructional materials to share with those attending the conference

English will be the language of discourse for all conference sessions.

Think Globally: Update on Planning for the 2004 Conference

Hugh and I met Dr. Takehide Kawashima in Palm Desert on December 26.  We visited the city and the Residence Inn.  I met WCA member Dean Fred Jandt [our local host], at the California State University, San Bernardino, Palm Desert Campus [our co-sponsor].  I am pleased to tell you that our ten days in Palm Desert were quite productive.  Let me share some highlights with you.

The Hotel

The Residence Inn by Marriott is pleasant, has a large outdoor swimming pool, three outdoor spas, an indoor health facility, and the usual amenities associated with a Marriott property.  The “rooms” are nice-sized studio suites with a complete kitchen, bedroom area, a large walk-in bathroom, ample closet space, and a nice living area with either a balcony or a patio.  (Larger suites with two bedrooms and two baths are also available.  See the separate Residence Inn flyer for further information and phone numbers.) Lodging reservations should be made by July 1.

The Residence Inn is located at 38-305 Cook Street, just three miles off the freeway, and a very long block from the Mary Stuart Rogers Gateway Building at 37-500 Cook Street, site of all official functions of the joint conference.  (It took Take about 12 minutes to walk from the Residence Inn to the Gateway building when we were there.)   The Residence Inn will provide shuttles to and from the conference, as it is too hot in August to walk that distance.  They will also provide a shuttle to grocery stores, restaurants, shopping centers, and other local destinations on a first-come, as available basis. 

The Campus

The Mary Stuart Rogers Gateway Building is a new, beautifully appointed classroom, lab, and office space.  [Private gifts created the entire campus—no state funds were used.]  I have reserved three rooms for convention sessions for the week, and, we will have full use of a distance-learning classroom with computer lab so that we can check email and use the Web at any time during the days we’re on campus.  If you have a laptop with a wireless Ethernet card, you’ll be able to use your own equipment.  All conference classrooms have complete A-V access [at no cost]. 

The Joint Conference

Details about the official opening and closing ceremonies will come in a later newsletter, and will be found on the WCA website after March 15.  Take and I asked for the Palm Desert mayor to be a part of the opening ceremonies on Sunday, August 1.  We also hope to have some of the consul members from WCA members’ home countries (who are located in Los Angeles, a two-hour drive from Palm Desert).  A member of the Palm Desert City Council [as well as a former mayor and a communication professor at College of the Desert] will be present for the Saturday, August 7 closing ceremonies.  We are planning an optional afternoon excursion for Thursday, August 5 to the Palm Springs Aerial Tramway.  We’ll start our trip on the floor of the Sonora desert, move through five life zones, and arrive at the Alpine wilderness Mountain Station at 8,516 feet, for a spectacular view of the Coachella Valley, nature walks on your own, and dinner in their restaurant.  (Sweaters are advisable for the evening.)  Carol Dienhart of Carol’s Custom Travel has set up an optional post-study tour--an island cruise to Catalina and other exotic locations (Mexican visas may be required).  See the article on this page for additional details, prices, and registration dates. (We looked at a Copper Canyon post-study tour but were told that despite time in the mountains, that tour was just too hot!)

Officers of the World Affairs Council of the Desert have tentatively agreed to do a session for us on Friday afternoon, and will provide publicity and seek local participation for the conference.  I also checked with the Japanese American Society of southern California and southern California colleges and universities for local participation and convention programs.  The director of the International Institute at CSU San Bernardino, Palm Desert Campus has pledged support, as well.  So, you can see that Fred Jandt, our local host, and his campus offer wonderful support for an exciting conference and visit to Palm Desert.

The City and the Weather

The average daily high temperature in August in Palm Desert is107 degrees F (40 degrees Celsius), and nighttime low is 74.  The hotel and classroom building as well as all restaurants, shopping centers, shuttles, taxis, and rental vehicles are air-conditioned!  The Shopper Hopper is a free shuttle that makes continuous loops to Westfield Shoppingtown, One Eleven Town Center, Town Center Plaza, Waring Plaza, Desert Crossing and El Paseo.  On weekends you can join locals at the College of the Desert Street Fair for open-air shopping.  There are more than 100 golf courses in the Coachella Valley and more than 150 restaurants in Palm Desert alone.  Palm Springs is 1/2 hour away; Rancho Mirage is next door.  Palm Desert is home to The Living Desert zoo and gardens; it’s a 45-minute drive to Joshua Tree National Park. Learn more about Palm Desert at www.palm-desert.org.

Travel to Palm Desert 
Both John Wayne International Airport (Orange County) and the Los Angeles International Airport are about two hour drives from Palm Desert (as is San Diego).  There is an air shuttle from LAX to Palm Springs International.  Palm Springs International (1/2 hour away) and Ontario International are also viable destinations.  In fact, Ontario International is often the less expensive option.  You can fly into Ontario, rent a car, and make the one and one half drive to Palm Desert on the freeway [I-10]. Rental cars are available at Palm Springs International and if you decide to rent a car while you’re in Palm Desert, the Residence Inn shuttle can take you to Marriott’s AAA Four-Diamond 884-room Desert Springs Resort & Spa, a few miles from “home” to pick up a Hertz Rental car.

There’s so much to see and do in Palm Desert that we’d months to take do it. With Fred’s ideas and enthusiasm, we’ll have a wonderful visit. We look forward to seeing you in Palm Desert in August.

Call for Submissions 

As always WCA members (and friends) are invited and encouraged to submit manuscripts for possible publication in the Association’s Journal.  The journal is dedicated to publishing quality scholarship related to intercultural communication. 

Authors should submit three hard copies of the manuscript in double-spaced format, which conforms to an American Psychological Association Style Manual (third through fifth editions). A detachable cover page should include the manuscript title, each author's name, mailing address, e-mail address, phone number and fax number. A 50-100-word abstract should appear as the second page of the submission. Author identification should include an indication of the person's highest degree, the year and institution granting that degree, and current affiliation.

Electronic submissions will not be accepted. Also those manuscripts not conforming to submission requirement will not be reviewed.
